Q150 youth project workshop is set to rock  
 

The Q150 Youth Project is well and truly alive and kicking! The planned festival is just one part of a series of 

celebrations planned right across Queensland to mark the State's 150th birthday in 2009. Since the beginning of 
February, some seven public meetings held from Gympie to Redcliffe have seen numerous talented young performers 

take full advantage of a once in 150 year opportunity and celebrate what it means to be Queenslanders.  
 

What has become clear to festival organizers in recent weeks is that there is unanimous inter-regional support for a 

mega music festival, a rock show was high on the list of suggestions and the appointed creative development team will 
hold a public workshop in Nambour this Sunday to advance this core element of the project. 

 
The professional team has been brought together by the Pine Rivers RADF Advisory Committee and includes many 

notable talents with strong Queensland connections such as Creative Director, Terry Brady born on the Darling Downs 

and currently working in Sydney. Dramaturge, Donald Batchelor has also been brought on board along with 
Development Director, Ian Williams, Writer, John Watson, Composer, Lance Strauss, Choreographer, James Taylor, 

Designers Maria Cleary and Tony Powell.  Arrangers, David Cocker and Michael Gillespie will contribute to realising the 
score, hopefully, for a live band. 

 

So young people with particular interests in these performing arts and design specialties are encouraged to attend the 
workshop to discuss how the Q150 project might inform their arts practices.  The rock show is likely to focus on the 

themes suggested by the Q150 celebrations such as history, people, places and the future and may also consider youth 
issues such as globalization, cultural conflict, social, economic and environmental sustainability and gender politics. 

 
The original rock show created for Q150 will be the core attraction of the inter–regional youth festival and is certain to 

include opportunities for performance artists such as musicians, singers, actors, dancers and physical theatre 

specialists.  Elements of the project will also promote youth engagement with new media and film, diverse music forms, 
visual arts, and extreme physical activities.
